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Our Mission

The mission of Landstuhl Hospital Care Project (LHCP) is to help support the Pastoral Services
Department at Landstuhl Regional Medical Center (LRMC) in Germany and field hospitals in ¢ ombat
areas. LHCP provides comfort and relief items for military members who become sick, injured or
wounded from service in Iraq, Kuwait, and Afghanistan. Donated items are distributed to military
patients at Landstuhl Regional Medical Center, or are sent to field hospitals with needs that we have
learned about from patient liaisons. LHCP currently supports Operation Enduring Freedom (OEF)

and Operation Iragi Freedom (OIF).

Many of the military personnel are grievously wou nded and require long hospitalization and
rehabilitation. The purpose of LHCP's program is to enhance the morale and welfare of the wounded
by contributing quality of life items such as sweat pants, sweat shirts, pajamas, lounge pants, boxers,
socks, andseasonal jackets or coats. Combat Support Hospitals also receive items such as sheets,
blankets, pillows, and towels. Each shipment that Landstuhl Hospital Care Project sends is sent in
honor of a military member who has made the ultimate sacrifice and lo st his or her life in service to

our country.

2007 Accomplishments

Donated items to LHCP are distributed to military patients at Landstuhl Regional
Medical Center or are sent to combat field hospitals. The items we send have
been specifically requested by the chaplains and hospital personnel. A list of
items that are requested can be found on our website and this list is updated
monthly. In 2007, LHCP supported 37,500+ of our wounded service men and
women.

LHCP supplied our troops with items ranging from t -shirts to body soap to nail
clippers. Below are samples of item sent in 2007 :
